SCHOOL ENTRY AND COLLECTION

●The safety of our children is paramount and it is for this reason that the zig-zag areas have been designated. Parking on the zig-zags is a traffic violation liable to a fine. Please keep them clear.
●When children in the infant classes leave it is important for us to see that they are with their parent/carer and this is why class teachers will bring P1 and P2 children to the gate area. Please wait for your child at the railings behind the yellow line and not at the annexe and infant steps.
● Please make sure that you and your child discuss the arrangements for home-time.  Special steps can be taken to pass a message to your child in an emergency but parents/carers should not rely on staff to pass on routine changes of plan as this is not always possible. 

● Children are told to go to the office if their parent/carer is not at the gate at home-time.  Please remind your child of this practice, so that if you are late they know what to do.

FLU IMMUNISATION

The Scotland-wide flu immunisation programme is running again this year. The immunisations will take place in our school, on Friday 9 November. This is in the form of a nasal spray.  We hope that there will be a high engagement with this programme, not only to help the health of our own children but also for the effect it will have in the wider community.  Consent packs will be issued soon and are due back by 31 August.
LUNCHTIME INFORMATION

At lunchtime we expect that most children will attend Fuel Zone or bring a packed lunch.

If you are collecting and returning your child to school at lunchtime, please write to the class teacher and collect your child from the office at 12.00pm. Children will not be allowed to leave school without written notice and an adult presence.

Contact with parents

Equipment  

Please make sure that your child has all equipment necessary for the school day.  We are unable to make phone calls about forgotten equipment eg swimming kit, PE kit, homework, packed lunches etc.  Equipment will not be delivered around the school, so if you drop in things please ensure that you have told your child to collect it at break or lunch. 

Appointments during school time

Please make all health and other appointments apart from emergencies out of school hours wherever possible.  If you need to withdraw your child for an appointment a letter must be sent to the class teacher ahead of the appointment and at the latest that morning. Please show your appointment card to the office staff.  

LATENESS  PROCEDURES AND ATTENDANCE

Absence If your child is ill and unable to attend school you must notify the absence line on 0141 287 0039, or use the online system - www.glasgow.gov.uk/pupilabsence
Lateness We start school at 8.45am.  Anyone who misses the line in the morning must report to the school office.  Please emphasise to your child that s/he must come to the office when s/he arrives in school.  The teacher will have marked the child as absent. We collate the registers and text parents and carers to inform them if their child has not arrived in school, from 9.30am onwards.   If your child is late, and we do not know that they are in school, this can cause unnecessary anxiety.

Attendance is a major factor in children’s learning success and we will support all families to maximise their child’s attendance in line with Glasgow City Council procedures.
