LATENESS  PROCEDURES AND ATTENDANCE REPORTING

Absence If your child is ill and unable to attend school you must notify the absence line on 0141 287 0039, or use the online system - www.glasgow.gov.uk/pupilabsence
Lateness We start school at 8.45am. Anyone who misses the line in the morning must report to the school office.  Please emphasise to your child that s/he must come to the office when s/he arrives in school.  The teacher will have marked the child as absent. We collate the registers and text parents and carers to inform them if their child has not arrived in school, from 9.30am onwards.   If your child is late, and we do not know that they are in school, this can cause unnecessary anxiety.

Attendance is a major factor in children’s learning success and we will support all families to maximise their child’s attendance in line with Glasgow City Council procedures, please contact Mrs Mackay to discuss any supports you may need.
