Reading

During the course of Primary 2 we continue to teach the skills of reading using a variety of resources covering all genres. The children will be involved in whole class reading lessons so that they are consistently exposed to unseen texts and challenged with the follow –up activities. The children will bring home a reading book to share with you and we would ask that you set aside a special time to read with your child. All of the children will participate in a novel study in term 3.
Writing

We are using the ‘Big Writing’ teaching approach including teaching vocabulary, connectives, openers and punctuation (VCOP). We use Nelson Handwriting to support the teaching of technical writing skills. Jolly Grammar spelling is taught on a daily basis with spelling words sent home to learn for a weekly spelling test on a Friday.
Talking and Listening
Talking and listening skills are covered across the curriculum and through skills focussed lessons.
Children will be asked to prepare a show and tell talk at home twice during the academic year.
Learning Logs
The children will continue to set targets on a termly basis. This session the targets will be included within your child’s new learning log which will come home on a monthly basis after the parent’s night in October                
If you have any concerns please contact the school office to make an appointment with the class teacher in the first instance, or Mrs Coats (DHT) acoats@scotstoun-pri.glasgow.sch.uk
or Mrs Mackay (HT), on 0141 959 3247.
