This year in Primary 4 most children   will be working on the following -

Number, Money, Measurement
· The sequence to 10 000: Place value, comparing and ordering. Number names ordinal numbers. Estimating and rounding

· Addition to 1000.

· Mental strategies – addition of 2- digit numbers, bridging 100, addition involving 3-digit numbers.

· Subtraction to 1000

· Mental strategies – subtraction involving 3-digit numbers. 

· Money – Using £1, £2, £5, £10 and £20 notes.

· Revise 2,3,4,5 and 10 times tables. Consolidate 8,6,9 and 7 times table.

· Multiplication by 10 and 100.

· Division – revise dividing by 2,3,4,5 and 10. Introduce division by 8,6,9 and 7. Dividing 2- digit numbers with remainders.

· Fractions – halves , quarters, tenths , thirds and fifths. Introduce sixths and eighths of shapes. Introduce equivalent fractions.

· Time – revise sequence of months and days in each month. Introduce reading the time in 5 minute intervals. Durations.

· Measure – weight : revise the kg and half kg. introduce the gram.

· Measure – length : introduce measuring in metres and centimetres.

· Measure – Capacity : revise the litre and introduce the half litre and millilitres.
