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P1/2 Class Newsletter Term 3

Class News  
Happy New Year!  We hope you all had a lovely time over the festive break.  
We look forward to seeing you and discussing your child’s progress on February 20th or February 21st at our Parents Evenings.
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Literacy  
The Primary 1 children are coming to the end of learning all of their Jolly Phonics sounds and we will be spending this term revising lots of those tricky phonemes.  Please continue to practise sounds from your child’s sound book and encourage them to make words using these sounds.  They will continue to be taught 3 new common words each week.  These taught words are added into their word tub weekly. It is important for them to practise their words at home too.    
The Primary 2 children are continuing to look at alternative spelling patterns and rules.  We will be sending home a wordlist of words that they can practise using different active spelling approaches alongside their shared home learning grid.
Our writing genre focus this term is procedural.  This means that the children will be writing lots of instructions and recipes.  We will be writing within the context of our new topic ‘In the Garden’ and we will also be getting inspiration from this terms novel studies, ‘Oliver’s Vegetables and ‘Jaspers Beanstalk’.   
For talking and listening this term, we will be listening to and discussing lots of different types of poetry and we have some beautiful new poetry books in class to enjoy.
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The Primary 1 children are continuing to work with numbers to 20 and beyond. They will be using tens frames and numicon to count out bigger numbers.  They soon will be starting to work with subtraction and use lots of various materials to help them to complete their take away sums.  The P1 children are also learning how to work with money by counting out different amounts and recognise coins.
Primary 2 learners have been so busy developing their mental maths skills in addition and subtraction.  They are continuing to extend their number work with addition and subtraction using bigger numbers.  They are learning how to record all the addition and subtraction stories starting with a whole number and splitting it first into two parts e.g. 14 :  9+5=14, 5+9=14, 14-5=9, 14-9=5.  The primary 2 children will also be using their number knowledge and skills to have a go at solving missing number problems. The P2 children are developing their money skills by making larger amounts up to £1 as well as calculating change.   
Social Studies
Primary 1/2 this term will be learning all about ‘In the garden’ and will soon be setting up their own garden centre in class.  This is a lovely opportunity for them to transfer their numeracy skills in working with money.  They will be learning about planting and growing as well as investigating the wildlife found in a garden.  Within this topic, we will also be making links with our novel studies on ‘Jasper’s Beanstalk’ and ‘Oliver’s Vegetables’. 
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Expressive Arts

We will be completing a painting block this term and the children will be developing their skills in colour mixing and various paintbrush techniques.  We plan to explore different brush strokes and use different tools for printing in order to create different effects.  
P1/2 will also have a dance block where they will have a go at learning some simple Scottish country dances. It will be lots of fun for all and we hope that they share their moves with you once we start!
